DRUMAHOE SEWAGE PUMPING STATION COMPLETE  

Northern Ireland Water (NI Water) has completed work on a new £1.6 million sewage pumping facility at Drumahoe.

As part of an overall £21.6 million investment programme to upgrade the existing sewerage network within the City of Derry, the new facility will benefit the Drumahoe area by providing additional capacity and improve the sewerage infrastructure in the area.
George Duff, Project Manager NI Water said:

“We are delighted that the new pumping station has been completed on schedule. This scheme involved the replacement of the existing Wastewater Treatment Works at Drumahoe with a new state-of-the-art pumping station which transfers flows to Culmore Wastewater Treatment Works via Gransha Pumping Station for treatment. This will improve the efficiency and overall performance of the system.”
The Mayor of Derry City Council, Councillor Gerard Diver added:

“I am delighted to be here today to mark the completion of the scheme, which will enhance the existing infrastructure in the area. The Council welcome this investment and look forward to the completion of further schemes under the Drainage Area Plan for the city”
The investment at Drumahoe is a prime example of the type of investment required to improve the water and sewerage infrastructure throughout Northern Ireland.   By 2010 NI Water will have invested £492 million in wastewater treatment and collection systems and £174 million in water treatment and storage systems
Drumahoe Sewage Pumping Station is a design and build project undertaken by NI Water in partnership with Regional Project Managers Halcrow/AECOM, joint venture Contractor BSG Civil Engineering and WIS Mechanical & Electrical.
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
