NI Water brings HIPPO’s to the National Trust….. not the four legged variety!

NI Water has teamed up with the National Trust to help them save water at its properties across Northern Ireland. The properties will be supplied with HIPPO bags- water displacement devices, which will be placed in the toilet cisterns. 
Many of the public toilets at National Trust properties have the older model of toilets, using more than nine litres of water per flush. The HIPPO bag is a simple way of conserving water, saving up to three litres per flush. 
 NI Water’s Education Manager, Jane Jackson, explains:
“HIPPO bags are an excellent way of saving water at the Trust properties and we are delighted to support them in their water conservation efforts. The bags are filled with 3 litres of water and placed in the cistern, the water remains in the bag when the toilet is flushed, resulting in less water being wasted.”
Rebecca Killa from the Crom Estate, Fermanagh, greeted NI Water’s Education Team and received the HIPPO bags for Castle Coole, Crom and Florence Court properties.
“By its very nature, the majority of the properties the National Trust own and maintain are older sites with the larger cistern toilets.  NI Water has also generously donated shower timers to be used in our properties that have holiday cottages, hopefully the timers will make people more aware of how long they are spending in the shower and reinforce our message for the need to conserve water.”  
Water is such a precious natural resource which we tend to take for granted. In Northern Ireland, we get such high levels of rainfall that people often think we don’t need to conserve water, yet on average each person in Northern Ireland uses 150 litres of water per day.
